NEW FOR 2016!

METAL DISPOSAL IS NO LONGER FREE. Some metal items now have a flat
fee charge and loads larger than 40 Ibs are weighed and cost $.05/Ib. See page 3 for additional
pricing information.

The Transfer Station iS a non-smoking facility. You may not exit your vehicle with a lit
cigarette or other smoking items.

Please do not dispose of bulk plastic bags into the tote by the co-mingles.
The tote is complimentary for individual bags used to transport your recyclables.

STYROFOAM, PLASTIC BAGS AND PLASTIC WRAP are still not

accepted here for recycling even with a symbol. Our contractor does not recycle these materials.

NO GLASS, OTHER THAN BOTTLES AND JARS, is to be recycled here. All

other glass is trash or demo.

ORANGE JUICE TYPE CARTONS are to be recycled with co-mingles. All other

wax coated paper is trash.

ONLY PLASTICS CONTAINING THE RECYCLE SYMBOL can be

recycled here. You cannot recycle rigid plastics or vinyl. Large plastic items such as toys, even

with symbols, are not accepted by our contractor.

PLEASE SEPARATE YOUR LOADS IN ADVANCE. You cannot block the

recycling area while separating your loads.

PLEASE RINSE YOUR RECYCLING CONTAINERS: Use common sense as

to what is proper recycling.

RESIDENTIAL USERS SERVICING MORE Than a single household or
landlords servicing multiple units and all other users performing services for additional
households, require a commercial sticker.

TUESDAYS require a commercial sticker. Your resident sticker allows Wed-Sat. only.

EXPECT DELAYS Following winter storms. We have limited personnel and clearing is
safer and faster without resident activity. Management will open when it is deemed to be relatively
safe.

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION-PLEASE REVIEW

Athol trash bags must be tied and closed. Overstuffed bags will be rejected.

Bulk rate to dispose of MSW (household trash) is $105 per ton with a $35.00
minimum.

When transferring your trash into Athol trash bags please do not block the hopper
disposal area.

When stopping at the office please park in marked parking spaces. Do not park on
the scale or travel lane.

Latex paint cans may go into trash if it is dried or absorbed (use Kitty litter or oil
dry).

Remove doors from refrigerators and freezers. There is a $5.00 additional charge if
doors are not removed.

Should a commercial hauler be blocking the designated disposal hopper, please set
your bags on the ground next to the working attendant.

Please do not hesitate to ask for assistance if needed, to unload large or heavy items.
Plastic oil containers are contaminated and do not go into recycling even with a
symbol. Drain well and place into your trash.

Tuesdays require a commercial sticker. You will be turned away without one.
Standard size wood pallets are free disposal. We have a use for them.

Please check into the office or with an attendant before disposing of any item listed on
the price chart and for which there is a charge.

White goods, microwaves, a/c units or any other items containing metal that appears
on our price list cannot be placed into metal without being paid for (in advance).
PICKING THROUGH METAL CONTAINER IS NOT ALLOWED!

Food contaminated paper such as soiled pizza boxes, paper plates and napkins are
trash, not recyclable paper. Use common sense to prepare your recycles.

Trading your vehicle? Bring back the old sticker or there is a $10.00 replacement
charge! Same with windshield replacement.

2016 PRICING POLICY FOR BULKY WASTE AND METAL

BULKY WASTE-SMALL DEMOLITION

Recycling is free, but for all other disposals there is a disposal charge.

There is a $5.00 minimum to throw anything into our demo boxes from a toothpick up to 40lbs.

Loads over 401bs up to 3001lbs are weighed at $.12 per pound. )

Loads of 300lbs up to 5601bs are charged at $35.00.

Loads greater than 560lbs will be charged at our bulk rate of $125.00 per ton.

ABSOLUTELY NO HAZARDOUS WASTE OR LIQUID PAINT is to be disposed into our demo box or
trash. Please wait for the Board of Health hazardous waste collection day. (Normally held in September)

FURNITURE
Single loads of furniture that exceeds 1000Ibs are charged at $150.00 per ton.

HOUSE, GARAGE OR BASEMENT CLEANOUTS

For bulky waste cleanouts which weigh 1000Ibs or more, up to 3 furniture items will be allowed in the mix
and will not be charged from itemized list. (Mattress’ are not included)

Food waste is not allowed. Place all food waste and household trash into bags and dispose of into trash
compactors. The $35.00 minimum will be waived.

Recyclable cardboard, bottles and jars, tin cans and plastic containers should be separated and recycled at
no charge. Your load may be subject to inspection and may be refused if excess recycling is observed in
the mix.

STYROFOAM, INSULATION AND PLASTIC WRAP

Bulk loads of Styrofoam and/or plastic wrap or insulation will be charged at $200.00 per ton.
Loads that contain excessive Styrofoam or plastic wrap in the mix will be charged a surcharge up to
$50.00.
